In my earlier work, Theophilus, | dealt with everything Jesus had done and taught

from the beginning until the day He gave his instructions to the apostles He had cho-
sen through the Holy Spirit, and was taken up to heaven. He had shown himself alive to
them after his Passion by many demonstrations: for forty days He had continued to appear
to them and tell them about the Kingdom of God. When He had been at table with them, He
had told them not to leave Jerusalem, but to wait there for what the Father had promised. “ It
is,” He had said, “what you have heard me speak about: John baptised with water but you,
not many days from now, will be baptised with the Holy Spirit.” Now having met together,
they asked Him, “Lord, has the time come? Are you going to restore the kingdom to Is-
rael?’ Hereplied, “It is not for you to know times or dates that the Father has decided by
His own authority, but you will receive power when the Holy Spirit comes on you, and then
you will be my witnesses not only in Jerusalem but throughout Judaea and Samaria, and
indeed to the ends of the earth.” AsHe said this He was lifted up while they looked on, and
a cloud took Him from their sight. They were still staring into the sky when suddenly two
men in white were standing near them and they said, “Why are you men from Galilee
standing here looking into the sky? Jesus who has been taken up from you into heaven, this
same Jesus will come back in the same way as you have seen Him go there.”

At that time Jesus appeared to the eleven as they were at table: and He upbraided
them with their incredulity and hardness of heart, because they did not believe them
who had seen Him after He had risen again.

And these signs shall follow them that
believe: In My name they shall cast out devils; they shall speak with new tongues; and if
they shall drink any deadly thing, it shall not hurt them ; they shall lay their hands upon
the sick, and they shall recover. And the Lord Jesus, after He had spoken to them, was
taken up into heaven and sitteth on the right hand of God. But they going forth preached
everywhere, the Lord working withal, and confirming the word with signs that followed.

The Paschal Candle is extinguished as a sign that after His Ascension, Our Lord is no
longer visibly present on the earth
